(ii) Contact the relevant academic department for any advice about a particular course or research project.  All contact details can be found on the course page within course finder.
The closing date for applications is May 23rd 2014.  As part of the student selection process students should demonstrate a commitment or connection with Ireland.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Following the submission of an application, nominations for scholarships will be made by the relevant Trinity College Dublin Course Director in the case of a taught programme or proposed Trinity College Dublin Supervisor in the case of a postgraduate Research programme. Following an internal review process, the Scholarships are expected to be awarded in June 2014.
