Trinity College Dublin - Government of Ireland International Scholarship for PKU Graduate

[bookmark: _GoBack]In recognition of its recently established partnership, Trinity College Dublin is offering one Government of Ireland International scholarship in any of TCD’s postgraduate disciplines in Arts, Humanities, Social Sciences, Science, Computer Science, Engineering, Mathematics and Health Sciences to a graduate of Peking University.  

The Government of Ireland International Scholarships scheme is operated and co-funded by the Irish Government and includes a full tuition fee waiver and a stipend of €10,000 to cover living expenses for one year.

Individuals who are interested in obtaining a Government of Ireland International Scholarship for a year of postgraduate study at Trinity College Dublin (either a one year taught Masters programme or one year of a postgraduate research programme) should:
(i) Submit an application for postgraduate study online in the normal way by consulting the “How to Apply” page on the Trinity College Dublin website at www.tcd.ie/courses/postgraduate/how-to-apply 
(ii) select the chosen course using course finder at www.tcd.ie/courses/postgraduate/faculty/
(iii) Contact the relevant academic department for any advice about a particular course or research project.  All contact details can be found on the course page within course finder.
The deadline for submission of completed applications is Friday April 26 2013.

About Trinity College Dublin:
Trinity College Dublin, the University of Dublin, established in 1592, is recognised globally as Ireland’s premier university.   It is currently ranked 67th in the top 100 world universities by the QS World University Rankings 2012.
